Park Workforce Housing Project and request to proceed with R PUD
rezoning and master plan approval process before the Local PlanningAgency and City Commission Item continued from August 13 2007
and August 27 2007

Per the Commission s request City Consultant Terry O Neil said greater financial detail
had been included in the Agenda packet The proposed project would be done in 2
phases Phase I 15 single family homes and Phase II 9 town homes Staff is askingthe Board for authorization to proceed with the LPA PUD hearing and then return to
the SCC with the PUD site plan There has been concern about a parking area around
the passive park When Mortell asked if Phase II would come back before the Board
O Neil said that is up to the Board s discretion

A representative of the EI Dorado neighborhood group said they favor the phasing
process and ask the Commission to continue reviewing the project with the same
degree of scrutiny no compromise for the concerns of the neighborhood

Commission Waxler liked the idea of phasing but felt there were too many parking
spaces along EI Dorado Avenue She also wanted financial recap of the City policies
governing affordable housing

Mr O Neil said the amount of payback has not yet been determined

Commissioner Waxler said if we can t come up with a consensus here this will not work
and we no to decide what direction we are going to take

Mayor Hutchinson also had questions and said the infrastructure costs for the project
are extremely high

Mr O Neil said subsidies make this possible The City will be funded back lot value and
the County will be paid back for infrastructure Funds can be recycled back to the City

Commissioner Christie stated that it has taken over a year to get this project going and
we should consider that the cost of the project is escalating because we have gone from
51 units down to 24 units I think that drives the cost as well

He was prepared to move the project forward at least in the phase concept
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Commissioner Mortell agreed and said we need to recognize we are being asked toauthorize to pass this on to the LPA

Mr O Neil said the County grant stipulates the infrastructure should be in place by Juneof 2008 and we will not go forward until thee figures for the infrastructure are morecomplete

Commissioner Waxler wants a formula for the City to get fair market value with areasonable expectation over a period of time

Hutchinson said we could do a RFP and find out we cannot do the project Hudson saidhe is hearing satisfaction with the phasing plan and felt staff should be able to comeback in the next 30 45 days

Vice Mayor Krauskopf stated he felt uncomfortable moving forward with this project without adefined cash generator to the City He did say that the plan for the project has been right sized

Stuart residents were being harassed by the Police for no reason She said that she
wants to meet with the Police Department and the Mayor to discuss her concerns She
also stated she felt the termination of Mr Wonderful Monds from the Recreation
Department is a great loss to the citizens of East Stuart

Kev Freeman gave a presentation and noted the subject site of 13 acres waszoned R3
with a future land use designation of multifamily residential The proposed project of
144 residential units with a density of 12 36 units per acre recommended approval of
rezoning to MXPUO subject to the 41 conditions

Project attorney David Sack introduced the project team and gave a brief presentationto the Commission and public

Maria Fleites Project Architect described the process and meetings with the Board and
Kingswood residents There have been four different generations of the project and
the architect clarified that the LPA approved the latest plan

Public Comment

Jane Cornett an attorney representing Kingswood III to the South said her client s
interests are different because Celebrity residents would go through Kingswood III to
get Kingswood Terrace She complimented City Attorney Nicoletti for being a greatfacilitator through the whole process and said residents egress and ingress easement
had been discussed She made it clear that this is not to be a construction easement
and to date no easement exists

Maureen Meham came forward and thanked the developer of Celebrity for listening but
said there is no necessity for retail stores on the Celebrity site

Maxine Noel Attorney for Kingswood II voiced concern that she had been told the Cityhas no ability to restrict a 55 age limitation and stated that this project would have an

impact on the quality of life of those residents of Kingswood II
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The lift station for Kingswood II is located on the Celebrity Property and although thedeveloper has made tremendous strides to accommodate the residents the idealsituation would be to have a shared upgraded lift station and hope the issues with the
original Kingswood developer can be resolved

Bee Brennan of Kingswood II had reviewed the site plans and was concerned about setbacks and the landscape plan When she noted the drop down from street level staff
explained the new 3 story buildings will have to be raised 24 inches above the crown ofthe road

Vice Mayor KraUSkopf had a list of questions and concerns including wider turningradious drainage one master lift station recreation area too small for number of unitsand sales brochure to note this project is in the proximity to an airport

Commissioner Christie agreed with the lift station issue and had questions on retail
space and compatibility of families with children and existing elderly residents

Mayor Hutchinson looked at R3 and said an additional 40 units is too big of a densityincrease She addressed ADA parking and turning radius and said she could not
support this plan Sacks said retail block is permitted with R3A and it was sacrificed
Waxler was concerned with density traffic ROWand amenities Sacks addressed a
traffic study within currentguidelines of the City and clarified the density in the
resolution When Christie questioned the type of retail planned Sacks said small retail
like dry cleaning
